This spring’s attempt to raise the wall-

eye fry provided by the state ended with 

zero yield due to problems with our own 

rearing pond which required the club to 

use a loaned pond which didn’t allow for 

growth of the fry.  After a long, hot busy 

summer, the BIWC was able to get to-

gether and develop an improvement 

plan for our pond which was reviewed 

and approved by the state Fisheries 

biologist Heather Hettinger. 

The plan begins with a new well which 

is graciously provided by John and Sal-

ly Fogg, improvements and changes to 

the existing fence and preparation of 

the pond bottom soil to discourage un-

welcome pests. 

The major work item is removal of the 

existing metal turtle fence and lowering 

of the wire fence to the soil which has 

receded over time.  The new turtle fence 

will consist of 3 foot wide hardware 

cloth fencing mounted on auxiliary met-

al fence poles placed between the exist-

ing wooden fence poles.  These actions 

coupled with proper fill on the fence 

line will result in a more effective and 

attractive fence. Ed Wojan generously 

provided the additional metal fence 

poles to the club. 

The bottom of the pond will be tilled / 

disked to discourage unwanted pond 

plant and animal pond pests.  Bill 

Detwiler has volunteered to do this. 

The timeline to complete all tasks is 

before the end of October.  When all the 

fencing materials are available, BIWC 

will request participation from the com-

munity, especially the Lake Genesereth 

fishermen and high school students, to 

assist in lowering the old fence and in-

stalling the new turtle fence. 

Fisheries and The Walleye Pond: Tom Kludt 

4 squirrels, cut  up 

1/3 c. flour 

1 t. salt 

1/8 t. pepper 

2 T. butter 

2 T vegetable oil 

8 ounces whole mushrooms 

Sherry Sauce:  

1 c. chicken stock,  

1/4 c. sherry,  

1 T Worcestershire sauce,  

1/4 t. seasoned salt (Lowrey’s),  

2 drops red hot pepper sauce– optional. 

Mix flour, salt and pepper together. 

Coat squirrel pieces and  brown  in 

large skillet (with butter and oil) over 

medium low heat. Transfer squirrel 

pieces to 3 qt. casserole. Add mush-

rooms and sherry sauce. 

Cover casserole and bake until tender 

at 350. About 2 1/2 hours.

Annually, beginning in July and ending 

September 30th ,  , the BIWC conducts a 

Deer Driving Survey designed by the 

MDNR that provides information for 

establishing a “Buck to Doe” ratio and 

other information used by MDNR biolo-

gists.  This information in part, is used 

to help the biologists determine the 

health of our herd and make recommen-

dations for the number of doe permits 

to be issued each year.  The data col-

lected over the years was also instru-

mental in obtaining Beaver Island’s 

Antler Point Restriction (APR) rule.  

The routes and data takers have been 

the same for many years which pro-

vides for very consistent results.   While 

the data taking period has not yet end-

ed, there is no doubt that with 3 mild 

winters behind us, and with APR now 

in place, all data takers are seeing more 

bucks, healthy fawns and good looking 

does.  The bucks we are seeing are nice 

ones as well!  Whether you are a deer 

hunter or a deer “watcher”, this is an 

exciting time to see the change taking 

place with the deer herd on the island!
